Do not bring campaign materials or any means 
to make them other than pens, pencils and 
markers.  To keep campaigning equal for all 
delegates, you will not be allowed to bring 
materials from home.  You will only be able to 
use paper that Girls State provides.    Do not 
bring a laptop computer or expensive jewelry. 

 
You may bring a cell phone but cell 
phones may only be used during free 
time.  The use of phones for talking and/
or text messaging during any meeting or 
assembly will not be tolerated.

Talent Show
Girls State will have a talent show on 
Thursday evening.  If you are interested, 
please bring equipment, musical 
instruments, music, etc. You must sign up 
by Tuesday at Girls State if you plan to try 
out for participation.

Girls State House and Senate
Much of your time during the week will 
be spent in the House and Senate.  You 
will be randomly assigned as a Senator 
or Representative. You should conduct 
yourself and present yourself as a young 
senator or representative. During the 
sessions, you will debate bills written by 
you or other Girls State Citizens.  You are 
invited to submit one bill of statewide 
significance (No federal issues.) In order 
for your bill to be considered, you must 
bring 375 copies to be turned in to the 
government staff during registration on 
June 10.  Sample bills and a form upon 
which to write your bill is enclosed.  

 
Girls State Tax:

Girls State will collect a $10.00 State tax from each 
citizen.  For the tax, you will receive a Cantina card 

for $5.00 for purchasing items including snacks, at the 
Cantina. The remaining $5.00 will be used for the Girls 
State Yearbook. There will be no refunds.

You may drive to Statesboro, but as soon 
as you have unpacked your vehicle, you 
must turn in your keys and receive a 
parking permit.  We will have designated 
parking for citizens of Girls State.  Failure 
to turn in your keys and receive a parking 
permit can result in a parking citation.

I am writing to amend the agreement you have with Georgia Southern University Division of Continuing 
Education and the Nessmith-Lane Conference Center. 

The Nessmith-Lane Conference Center is unable to provide room numbers 1906, 1907, and 1908 due to 
the recent assignment of the "Soldiers 2 Scholars" Program that is taking over those rooms. We are 
excited that Georgia Southern University is designated as a "Military Friendly University" within the 
University System of Georgia and as such, will have those rooms designated as a Military 
Advisor/Counselor Office; a Military designated Computer Room and a Military Lounge for our active 
duty, reserve, dependents and retired military personnel. 

We must amend the rooms anticipated under this agreement as follows: Girls State will be reassigned to 
the Performing Arts Center, which is in the same building as the Nessmith-Lane Conference Center. The 
rooms that will be assigned are the Theatre House Room (1205), the Reception Room (1114), and the 
Wardrobe Room (1307), which will hold the same amount of students. 

I would like to work with you to implement the change and appreciate your cooperation and patience 
during this transformation and support of our Military students and dependents. Please indicate your 
acceptance of this amendment by signing below and faxing this memo to me at 912-478-0306.

Dear Parents and Guardians, 
 
Georgia Southern University makes every effort to reduce the likelihood of transmission of illness on the 
campus. Since your child is a prospective camp attendee at Georgia Southern University, we urge you to 
take these concerns very seriously. 
 
If your son or daughter experiences illness prior to reporting to camp, they should not be sent to 
Georgia Southern’s campus until they have had resolution of fever (without needing fever reducers) and 
severe symptoms for at least 24 hours. Symptoms of illness are defined as fever of 100 or greater, plus 
cough and/or sore throat; other symptoms may include tiredness, runny or stuffy nose, body aches, and 
diarrhea and/or vomiting.

Dear Sir or Madam: 
 
As you are likely aware, the United States has been involved in a worldwide outbreak of H1N1 swine flu.  
Georgia Southern University officials are taking steps to protect all of the University’s students, faculty, 
and staff, as well as visitors to the University, including camp and conference attendees.  As such, your 
prospective camp or conference attendee and their guests may be in a position that would put them in 
close contact with University students, faculty and staff, and other visitors.  Therefore, in an effort to 
reduce the transmission of illness on the Georgia Southern University campus, we are following 
recommendations outlined by the Centers for Disease Control in a guidance document released for 
camps and conferences.  Specifically, we strongly urge prospective camp or conference attendees and 
their guests who are sick, especially those with fever and upper respiratory symptoms, to stay home 
and away from the University campus until 24 hours after resolution of fever (without needing fever 
reducers), and severe symptoms.  Any attendee presenting to campus who is ill, or who becomes ill 
during their stay, will not be allowed to participate in activities. 
 
We would also like to take this opportunity to remind you of some simple steps that can be taken to 
reduce the likelihood of transmission of illness: 
 
 -cover your nose and mouth with your sleeve when you sneeze or cough 
 -wash your hands often with soap and water or an alcohol based cleaner 
 -avoid touching your eyes, nose, or mouth 
 -try to avoid close contact with sick people 
 -stay home and away from work or school or other public activities if you are sick
