Do not bring campaign materials or any
means to make them other than pens,
pencils and markers. To keep
campaigning equal for all delegates, you
will not be allowed to bring materials from
home. You will only be able to use paper
that Girls State provides. Do not bringa
laptop computer (contact me for individual
reasons for laptop use) or expensive
jewelry.
You may bring a cell phone but cell
phones may only be used during free time.

Girls State House and Senate
Much of your time during the week will be
spent in the House and Senate. You will
be randomly assigned as a Senator or
Representative. You should conduct
yourself and present yourself as a young
senator or representative. During the
sessions, you will debate bills written by
you or other Girls State Citizens. You are
invited to submit one bill of statewide
significance (No federalissues.) In order
for your bill to be considered, you must
bring 250 copies to be turned in to the
government staff during registration on
June 7. Sample bills and a form upon
which to write your bill is available. You
canuse it as a guide or write you bill on it.
